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As you all know, we do receive Newsletters monthly from different parts of the country.  We 
also reciprocate, and have others we send to also.  We find many good ideas for education, 
presentation in the newsletter, & especially with electronics we believe that many of you 
would rather enjoy the newsletters in color vs in black & white.  We have one of our Editors 
of ñFLAPPERSò magazine, who  found their members liked to see the electronic version be-

cause seeing the birds in B/W  just didnôt do them justice.   

Reasons for Sending a Newsletter Electronically  

1) Your club would save a small fortune in printing and postage costs.  
2) Everybody would enjoy it in full color instead of the dull black and white 

that most printed newsletters are in.   
3) You can make the newsletter as large as you want without increasing the 

cost to the club. If somebody sends you a 10 page article, you can put that in 
without the annoying óContinued in next issueô. 

4) If you make a mistake or leave something out, you can resend the updated 
newsletter immediately at no cost to the club.  

5) Delivery is immediate.  
6) If somebody only wants a printed newsletter, they can print it on their home 

printer in color.  
7) You don't have to pick them up from a commercial printer, fold, seal, put la-

bels and stamps on, and run to the post office to mail them.  
8) Your members can now click on web links and email addresses in the news-

letter instead of manually typing them in.  
9) You don't have to worry about them getting ripped or lost in the mail, and 

members asking you to snail mail them another copy.  
10) If somebody wants to use an article someplace else, they can copy and 

paste it instead of typing the whole thing in.  
11) Members can create a folder on their PC and save all the newsletters there 

instead of having them buried in the bottom of a closet or in a trash can.  
12) You can do keyword searches in an electronic newsletter instead of wast-

ing time flipping through a hard copy looking for a word or phrase.  
13) If there is text, a picture, or something else in the newsletter that some-

body wants to use someplace else, such as a school report, they can copy and 
paste it very quickly.  

14) Save some trees which wild parrots and other birds can enjoy.  
Also, you do not have to go exclusively one way. If only half of your members 
have email, you can email it to half your members and continue snail mailing it 

to the rest. For an average size black and white newsletter, most clubs will 
probably save about $15 Ȥ $20 a year for each member that you email it to.
